In a feedback meeting, we will discuss 

the results with you, as well as our recommendations for 

next steps.

How much does testing cost?

Prices for testing vary, depending on the number of measures 

required and which tests are administered. Individual 

tests start at $250. A comprehensive battery of tests costs 

between $1,350 and $1,600. Insurance may cover some of 

the cost. We will work with your insurance provider to find 

out what your insurance will cover.
